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"Conservatives Play Hard to Get With RN, " tops an inside page in
NY News. Conservative party sources insist RN doesn't bave party
endorsement locked up, an endorsement which could mean 400, 000
votes for RN, and writer says observers would give GOP-cons line
the edge over Dem-1ib coalition, Conservatives want to see plenty
of conservative planks in GOP platform; specifically, strict con-
struction, no welfare give aways, and US second to nonc as military
power, Decision will be made at meeting on August 30.

Tuesday night's Agronsky show focused on the Vice President,
A1l three participants (Rusher, Witcover, Ted Lippman) seemed to
feel that RN's choice for the VP to run again was politically wise,
and almost inevitable. The Eagleton issue was seen by one to '"diminish
the vulnerability' of the VP to attack.

William Rusher clearly dominated the show, was strongly pro-Agnew,
emphasized his political attraction not simply in holding the South but
in reachihg blue-collar Northern Dems who couldn't care less about
the "lettuce boycott. "' Ted Lippmann made basically the same points,
arguing that the NY Conservatives had made it a condition, and this
was important to the conscrvative wing of the GOP. Rusher called
it an "extremely shrewd and able choice, " that the Veep was the "strong-
est man', Witcover said the decision was "probably made some time
ago. There was no evidence in Jules' view, that RN was dissatisfied
with the Vcep; he had done everything he had been asked to do.

The show got most interesting, however, when Agronsky read an
extremely harsh and negative Times edit on the Veep, and Rusher ridiculed
the Times; and Rusher was pressed on the Veep's criticism of the media,
and responded by saying that criticism of the media bias was right on
the mark, and anyway what about the Guild endorsement? This set the
cat down among the pigcons and the show ended with the three reporters
calling on Rusher to recognize that many press members were appalled
at the Guild action,

UPI's Wash, local of Guild called for referendum on McG endorse-
ment saying such activity "endangers the credibility of its members
among the general public. ... Steady comment on the Guild epdorsement
continues w/the Trib's Bill Anderson critical and the W, S, Journal
feeling the action ""refleets certain aspects of the Press' wasn't really

Phone banks have been set up in the nine test areas on schedule. Work be-
gins this week on finding volunteers for this project. It is on schedule.

The direct mail program from national has been agreed on and at this
moment is on schedule. This will involve the sending of 800,000 letters.
The purpose is to find volunteers, primarily at the precinct level.

Members of the state staff met with about 100 chairmen and other volunteers
from Northern California Saturday, 22 April, to outline what is being done
for them and what is expected from them.

Headquarters are beginning to open around the state, including in Orange,
San Diego and Sacramento Counties. All four regions now have offices opened.

Demonstrators marched on this office Saturday and broke the window in a

Headquarters opening was most successful. Only a very few demonstrators
who quickly went away. Good coverage in the papers and on TV. However,
Tom Brokaw on NBC noted that Finch is not taking an active role in Cali-
fornia and blamed it onto differences between him and Reagan~Nofziger.

I reported to you in person on Gordon's and my trip to Washington. I think
all went well.

The basic campaign organization is now about put together. We met with

the Southern California county chairmen last Thursday night--McCandless'
“chairmen and the 14 area chairmen Banowsky has picked. I, frankly, am
pleased at the general quality. Hopefully, today's meeting (Monday,

17 April) with the finance people will charify how they can raise money.
The confusion over this has been less than helpful, to say the least.

John Mitchell, by the way, has asked for county budgets, and I have relayed
the request to the regional chairmen, stressing the urgency of it. Tele-
phone bank meetings were held north and south on Saturday, and this program
appears to be getting off to a good start. OQur Spanish-speaking steering
comnittee met Friday, and our organizational structure is complete in this
area. We are attempting to work out money problems with the Hispanic
Finance Committee but, aside from this, are ready to begin rolling in the
Spanish-speaking coimunity.

Registration for the primary wound up last Thursday. We will have results
this week. They will not be good, but I think at least we are getting a
handle on it. I will meet with the Assembly district precinct chairmen of
Los Angeles County on the 27th. In the meantime we have told our LA County
chairmen that we are going to be running registration out of many of their
headquarters and that it is essential to get these opened now. Once again,
their problem has been not knowing how they could raise funds for opening
headquarters.

Next Saturday members of our staff will meet with Northern California chair-
men in San Francisco, both lionagan's and Packard's. This will see us with
a full show on the road throughout California.

Finances. Llast Thursday we did not have enough money to meet payroli

and pay bills. After I complained, money allegedly was sent and a method
allegedly has been set up to get money out here regulariy. 1 hope so.

It is ridiculous to try to run a campaign in the biggest, most diverse
state con peanuts, especially when the money is availabie. I do not know
what Stans is thinking.

I sefit you a separate memo about the national effort to raise money in
amounts of under $100 in California. I strongly urge that you attempt
to put a halt to this. Hational cannot have it both ways--telling us we
have to support the campaign in the counties with these small amounts and
then competing with us for them.

Organization. Telephone Banks. HNancy Bradaas from national was here
three days, and we had good meetings with representatives from our staff
and the four regiors. We now have a state telephone chairman, Arthur
Groesbeck, who formerly ran campaigns in KXansas. We will have nine phone
banks for the primary as training centers and pilot projects. Elsa Sand-
strom will find the volunteers to man them. These will be joint ventures
with the regions and the state headquarters will control them. We are

on schedule here. :

Judge Paonessa, (ret.)}, has now agreed to be our state-wide senior citizens
chairman. We will have meetings next week with people from national and
the RIC in this area.

We are having some prob1ems in the youth area. Hoﬁever, by the time you
get this, they will have been straightened out or some heads will have
rolled.

In the black area we have picked Southern California co-chairmen--tendell
Handy and Richard Allen. We have asked Jim Woods to head a Southern
California steering committee. ileetings are scheduled this week to pick
county, area and special groups chairmen for the black community.

We are in the process of p1ck1ng arca chairmen for the Mexican-Americans.
This should be complete carly in the weck.

Headquarters opening is on shcedule. April 14 is the day.



Selection of county chairmen proceeds. McCandless has all but Riverside
and may have that at this writing. Packard has all but Contra Costa and
Alameda and expects those next week. Banowsky has L.A. broken into

14 regions. About nine chairmen have been picked. Remainder scheduled
next week. Monagan has about 15 out of 42, including the big counties.
He expects to have chairmen in all of his 42 counties. Vic Andrews in
Orange County is really moving now. I am encouraged.

Registration. Proceeding well in some areas, not so well in others. I
will have a separate report for you next week. Trouble spots and San
Diego where ADH. Gehres is a hang up and L.A. which we are going to have
to take over as soon as Banowsky has his chairmen picked.

We are still handlcapped by lack of material from natlonal, compounded
by our own lack of funds.

Relations with Put Livermore seem to have hit an all-time low as he
refuses to cooperate in any way. He is rewriting a contract on the use

of Compass Systems, the data company, that was drawn by Bob Morgan of the
national re-election committee, and I am fearful that if he does not stall
indefinitely he will redraw it so as to make it difficult for the campaign
to get access to necessary data. - ,

As you know, the data is controlled by a board of trustees made up of you,
Bob Monagan and Put. It may be necessary for you and Monagan to insist on
taking direct control. This situation is going to have to be straightened
out very soon if we are to get maximum use of Compass data.

Ron, I frankly don't believe we can continue putting up with Put's obstruc-
tionism, even if it means demanding his resignation. He is hurting the
State Central Committee, and he is hurting the campaign. He seems to have
no concept of the seriousness of the situation; he is certainly more
interested in controlling his own 1ittle domain than he is in re-electing
the President. '

The phone and mail programs are now in full swing. If nothing else, we
are learning that you can't treat California the same way you treat Hew
Hampshire or even Florida.

The phone banks, although there have been a couple that have lagged, have
generally performed well. The mail program is forcing county organization
along, and this will be its main benefit. However, there have been some

bad breakdowns and mistakes in both programs due largely to initial delays
by Compass Systems and then because of errors and misunderstandings by the
Reuben H. Donnelly Company that provides much of the material and does the
mailings, and also because it is difficult for many of those involved to
understand the size and complexity of California. Another problem has been
the fact that about 40 percent of all telephones in California are unlisted.

We have been in constant touch with Washington on this matter, and they are
confident that the bugs can be ironed out by the general election. I concur.
This is one reason that I have been so insistent that we use the primary as

a time for organizing and for getting out the bugs. Incidentally, our staff
is performing well in handling these crises as they occur.

However, we need to (1) get our budgets
approved, (2) straighten Mr. Livermore out, (3) make sure we get the kinks
in the mail and phone programs ironed out during this primary election. 1
think Livemore presents the only serious problem at this time.

Last week waé a week of some accomplishment and some disappointment.
The chief disappointment is the failure of Put Livermore to -offer more
than lipservice on behalf of this campaign.

Despite repeated requests on my part for at least token staff support
by the Republican State Central Comm1ttee for reg1stratlon he has

‘2. At the state meeting last Friday he ordered the Youth for Nixon to
- take down a table that was distributing Titerature and soliciting
signatures on petitions supporting the President. This was done
over my personal protests and despite my willingness to allow the
Ashbrook people to put up a table, also.

3. His 1nab111ty to get satisfactory performance out of Compass Systems
which is supposed to provide the California campaign with demograph1c,
census and historical data.

Aside from the area of Compass Systems, where we seemingly have no choice,
I see no percentage in attempting to work with Mr. Livermore any further.
He will centinue to maintain good relations but will not Took to him for
material aid because I do not think he will deliver.

In effect this means we will literally take over registration in the
state, although we will work with county central committees, since they
do not come under his authority. This means we will work within the
Cal-Plan districts, which we initially had hoped would be registered
through state committee efforts. .

Despite our problems at the RSCC meet{ng, the Nixon Youth picked up
more than 600 names on petitions supporting the President in Vietnam.

He have run into a rather pleasant problem: Because of our constant
harping on registration, our Hixon chairmen are all planning registration
on their own. This means we must meld Bruce Hestande's efforts, which
have been funnelling through the county central committees,into the Nixon
campaign. ’

-This will increase our volunteers and broaden our efforts.

Primarily, we must work to coordinate all segments of the party into one
unified registration effort. I do not see any major problem in this.

Organization. Organization is now about complete. Our task is to make
our organizations operate effectively. e are pushing this now. The
primary will tell us wherc our weak spots are. As I have said before,
onc of the problems is the fact that they are not involved in money-
raising nor in raising money for their campaigns. This takes away some
of the zest. Hopefully, we can add to that with registration.

Support for the President has becen heavy, and we have turned must gffort
to make it vocal and to letting Congress and thq Hhite House know it.
Indications arc that thousands of letters and wires have been sent.

I wanted to pass along to you some information from a contact in
California who is now with Spencer-Roberts. He has been involved

in most state-wide campaigns for fifteen years in California so should
have some feeling for what's happening there. He, of course, has an
axe to grind since Spencer-Roberts was in the running to get the
campaign, He reports the following:

1. If the election were held today, the President would
lose California.

2. Our effort out there is not very good.

3. Nobody in our top command has any real organizational
experience. Nofziger is a press man, and the people who
he has brought in around him are all non-experienced,

4. The regional structure Nofziger has imposed on the
state -- five divisions -- is contrary to the historic
Northern/Southern division with strong emphasis on the
counties. It is not a good division. There should be much
more emphasis on the counties. (I'm not convinced this is
right.)

5. While we should be in a good position to pick up disaffected
blue collar types, Mexican/Americans, etc., we are not doing
one thing to go after these people, and we are not set up to do so.

I know that all you need is more advice on how to run the Campaign,
but pass this along for what it's worth.

Mr. Chairman and Fellow Delegates:
