mits and licenses for the planning, con­
struction, and oper-ation of non-Federal 
hydroelectric power projects on waters 
or lands subject to Federal jurisdiction. 
To assure an abundant supply of elec­
tric energy throughout the United 
States with the greatest possible econ­
omy and with regard to the proper uti­
lization and conservation of natural 

resources, the FPC has the power and 
directive to divide the Nation into re­
gional districts for the voluntary inter­
connection and coordination of facil­
ities for the generation, transmission, 
and sale ·of electric energy. It has the 
duty to promote and encourage inter­
connection within each district and be­
tween districts. 

The Coml~ission regulates interstate 
wholesale rates of electric utilities and 
their securities, mergers and cons~lida­
tions, acquisitions, and accounts. It 
gathers, analyzes, maintains, and pub­
lishes information concerning the en­
tire electric power industry. 

The Commission studies plans for 
proposed dams to be constructed by 
the Department of the Army, the De­
partment of the Interior, or other Fed­
eral agencies; and makes recommenda­
tions concerning the installation of 
penstocks and similar facilities for the 
development of hydroelectric power. 

It determines and assessesheadwater 
benefit charges against the owner of 
any non-Federal water power project 
directly benefited by upstream im­
provements constructed by the United 
States, its licensees or permittees. It 
also is responsible for allocating the 
costs of certain Federal projects, and 
participates in the allocation of costs 
of others. 

It reviews and, if satisfactory, con­
firms and approves proposed rates for 
the sale of electric power from certain 
Federal and international projects. In 
addition, through its representation on 
the Water Resources Council and by 
direct participation with other Federal 
agencies, the Commission assists in co­
ordinating the development and utili­
zation of water and related land re­
sources. It issues permits for facilities 
on the international borders for the 
exportation or importation of electric 
energy.

102), created the District government 
as a municipal corporation, but made 
no provision for franchise. This iform 
of government was administeredJ.~y a 
board of three Commissioners, tr:o of 
whom must have been residents of the 
District and the third being detailed 
from the Corps of Engineers 1·f the 
United States Anny. 

While the District has a mur icipal 
form of government, Congress by vari­
ous statutory enactments has treated it 
as a branch of the United States Gov­
ernment by including it in legislation 
applying to the executive departments, 
such as the Budget and Accounting 
Act, the act classifying the salaries 
of Federal employees, and the act

By 'constitutional Amendment 23, 
dated March 29, 1961, the District was 
given back the right of franchise.' 

By Reorganization Plan 3 df 1967, 
dated August 11, 1967, the government 
of the District was reorganized and 
became operative on Noverilber· 3, 
1967.

ORGANIZATION.-The government of 
the District is administered by:a Com­
missioner (Mayor), an Assistant to the 
Commissioner, and a nine-member 
council all of whom are appointed by 
the President by and with the consent 
of the Senate.
